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Has the Mesothelioma been caused by your current job or any previous job?

You should be able to claim Industrial Injuries Disablement Benefit

The Department for Work and Pensions pays this to people who have an illness caused by their job or working conditions/ environment.

• 
You do not need to have paid any N I Contributions

• 
There is no upper age limit so you can claim after age 60

• 
You can claim whilst you are still working

The Amount of Benefit

If you believe that you are suffering from Mesothelioma you will need to send in a report from a doctor or nurse which refers to a diagnosis of the condition. If Mesothelioma is diagnosed you will be given a 100% disability assessment which is currently £150.30 per week

Ask about Constant Attendance Allowance

AND

Exceptionally Severe Disablement Allowance
Can I have Savings?

Any amount of savings or income does not affect Industrial Injuries Disablement Benefit.
How much can I earn?

You can work full time and still claim Industrial Injuries Disablement Benefit.
Can I claim Industrial Injuries Disablement Benefit on top of Other Benefits?

How to claim if you are the widow, widower or other dependant of someone who has died as a result of Mesothelioma

It is possible to claim after the sufferer has died. You need to claim within 12 months of the date of death, but a late application will be considered.
